12:05 Meeting called to order by John.   In Marge’s absence John will take the meeting minutes.
Motion made to accept the minutes of the last meeting.  Motion seconded and passed.

Old Business:

Golf Cart Usage:

Kathy reported on status of proposed ‘Golf Cart Zone’.   Kathy reported that Peter Harvey had gone to the City Council Meeting where they had approved the new ‘Golf Cart Zone’ for the college. Here is a list of the items that the carts must have to operate in the right of way, head lights, tail lights, turn signals, and seatbelts. Signage must be placed all around the perimeter of the golf cart zone. Whitman has offered to pay for the signage. Whitman will continue to do golf cart training to all who operate the utility vehicles, all people who drive these vehicles will also need to have a valid driver’s license.
· All ‘Utility vehicles’ at Whitman are classified as golf carts per Kathy Rogers and Peter Harvey.
· Students may drive the utility vehicles if: Valid Driver’s License, 18 years old, training by Kathy Rogers, and a background check. 

· When complaints are received: vehicles may be taken away from the driver and they may lose their privilege to drive, each case will be reviewed by Kathy and she will determine the severity of the actions and the punishment

· Kathy Rogers asked per Peter Harvey that student be allowed to drive the vehicles. The committee moved to allow the students driving the vehicles with the above restrictions (passed)

Power Outage:

A near miss accident occurred in the area north of the Science Hall and west of Olin Hall on May 3rd. The maintenance crew was digging up a leak in the condensate line and hit a high voltage power line. Power was disrupted around the campus for a few hours. Proper procedures were not followed before digging.
Kathy shared the report that she generated with the committee.

The committee also shared the recommended corrective actions of forming a committee to create a proper pre-excavation check list to be used before work that involves digging on the campus property.

Maxey RF:

AT & T came and added some equipment on the top of Maxey Hall. Some of the maintenance crew was wondering if the report would change after they had added more equipment on the roof. 

Kathy will find out what all was installed and if there is additional power or wattage being added, she will then be able to have our 3rd party investigation do an additional review of the RF radiation levels.

Kathy does have a sign on the door before going out on to the roof (see attached) 

Demarcations lines on the roof  similar to electrical panels was suggested as an easy was to show where not to be standing on the roof when doing maintenance.

New Business
Manager Environmental Health and Safety position:

Kathy reported that with the top three applicants, the first one that dropped out before coming to the campus, the second one (Zeke Barrera) had come to the campus and was interviewed by a lot of the different groups. He has turned down the position. The third one (Ed Guy) came and he now has also turned down the position.

The search committee will review the last applicants and decide whether or not pick one more , or do another search or wait a while and search again later.

Posting minutes to the web page:

Kathy is working with Mary Luckstead on learning how to post the minutes to the web site.

I asked everyone if they had any safety concerns in their area that they represent. 
Nobody had any concerns.

Corrections to – June 12, 2012 SC meeting minutes - approved on Sept. 11, 2012
Old Business – Golf cart usage- minutes read “Whitman has offered to pay for signage”.   Correction - Whitman is required to pay for the materials and installation of the signs.

First bullet point –minutes read “All Utility Vehicles at Whitman are classified as golf carts per Kathy Rogers and Peter Harvey.” Correction - this discussion involved one department cart.  The needs of that department were reviewed by Peter Harvey and the selected cart was approved for use. 

Second bullet point – minutes read “background check”.  Correction – “a check of driving record”.

Third bullet point – minutes read “vehicles may be taken away from the driver”.  Correction -    Cart drivers who demonstrate a lack of skill or good judgment may lose their driving privileges.  

Fourth bullet point – minutes read “Kathy Rogers asked per Peter Harvey that student be allowed to drive the vehicles.”  Correction - Peter Harvey asked Kathy Rogers to bring the issue of allowing carts to be operated by students to the Safety Committee for review and recommendation.

Fourth bullet point – minutes read   “The committee moved to allow the students driving the vehicles with the above restrictions.”  Correction - As this committee is an advisory committee we can only submit a recommendation to the college.  The more appropriate wording would be, “after discussion a motion was made to recommend the college allow students to operate the golf carts if the student has a valid US driver’s license, submits to a check of their driving record and participates in cart operator safety training.  The motion was seconded and passed.”  

Power outage – minutes read “Proper procedures were not followed before digging.”  Correction - The post incident investigation showed that the college does not have in place an accepted ‘proper procedure’ that employees are expected to follow prior to beginning a project involving excavating.  The conclusion that proper procedures were not followed should be removed from the minutes.

Maxey RF – minutes read …”Kathy will find out what all was installed and if there is additional power or wattage being added, she will then be able to have our third 3rd party investigation do an additional review of the RF radiation levels.”  Correction – Kathy will find out what changes if any were made to the existing equipment.   If necessary she will contact the consultant who conducted the earlier survey and request an updated survey be completed.

New Business – minutes read “…the second one (Zeke Barrera) had come to the campus and was interviewed by a lot of the different groups.  He turned down the position.”  Correction – Mr. Barrera was eliminated as a candidate during the referencing phase of the process.   He was never offered the job.

¢ Maintain a minimum of 3 feet of clearance from all
antennas

® Minimize the time spent directly in front of the antennas
to no more than 15 minute intervals
