A: Yes, you should get the vaccine even if you already had COVID-19.

Data shows it is uncommon to be reinfected with COVID-19 within 90 days after you
were infected. That means you might have some protection (called natural immunity)
from COVID-19 for at least a little while. But we dont know how long that natural
immunity really lasts. If you only rely on natural immunity for protection, you risk
getting sick again and spreading the virus to others. Thats why its important to get the
vaccine, even if you had COVID-19.
